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2006 SPRING CAMPOREE LOCATION, CALENDAR, AND SCHEDULE

The 2006 Spring Camporee will be a multifunction event.   Our day will start on Saturday morning with a Cycling ride from the Barron City area to Camp Phillips (20 miles).   After lunch at camp, we will have three other activities for scouts to participate and learn.  They are Archery, Camping Skills and 22 Rifle (Shooting).  The whole idea is to help scouts get started on these merit badges, Not complete them!.

Check in at Cycling Merit Badge start Point  (Read Cycling Merit Badge Safety Statement)

Location:  On 14 ½ Ave. East off of HW-25, North of Barron WI.

Directions:  Whether you come from the East or West on State HW 8 into Barron you want to take State HW-25 North out of Barron (See Map).  14 ½ Ave. is about 1 mile past the railroad tracks.  Take a right and you will find the check in area at the next intersection.   

It is very important that leaders and parents that are not planning to help with the bike ride, checked in their scouts and then depart the area, so that they do not block up the road.  

Staff will be on hand to direct traffic and answer questions, please cooperate with them and do as they ask.

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SAFETY AND SECURITY AT CAMP PHILLIPS

· All cyclists will have to secure their bikes in a vehicle or troop trailer once they arrive at the end of the bike ride.   An alternative would be to chain the bike(s) to a tree or solid post.  

· Bikes found un-secure will be confiscated and the owner(s) will have to do a special chore at the discretion of the Camporee Chair / Staff to get them back.  

· It is recommended that Scoutmasters or their adult designate provide a cable / chain with lock to secure their Troops Bikes together as a group if not inside a vehicle or trailer.  Helmets and any other easy to remove gear should be placed in a secure location and not left strapped to bikes.

· Anyone under 18 years of age will not be able to ride their bikes around Camp Phillips once the Cycling event is completed.  Adult Staff, Leaders and visiting adults may ride their bikes while at camp, just as long as they do not leave them unattended or unsecured.

· Anyone under 18 will have to buddy up, once they arrive at Camp Phillips.  This will be the responsibility of the Scoutmaster or their adult designate.   Boys found wandering by them selves will be brought to the “Information, 1st Aid Station” near the Dinning Hall and an adult runner will attempt to find the parents or responsible leaders.   Any scout leader using two deep leadership may escort any boy /girl found by themselves to the “Information, 1st Aid Station”.

· Because the water recreation areas of the camp will not be open or staffed, scouts and anyone under 18 years are strictly forbidden from coming with-in 50 ft of the lakes surrounding Camp Phillips.  Exceptions are two or more scouts with adult Leader supervision.   

· Scouts, Siblings, Leaders, Visitors, and Parents are asked to confine themselves to the immediate event areas.  

· Scouts are expected to obey these rules and any instructions given by Camporee Staff, and other Adult Leaders while at Camp during this event.  

· If at anytime you are missing a scout or anyone less than 18 years during this event, you should find a Camporee Staff member with a radio.  An alert can be broadcast to the rest of the staff with the radios.  

VISITORS AND PARENT INFORMATION

· All visitors not directly associated with the Spring Camporee must check-in / check-out at the  “Information, 1st Aid Station” whether it is for only a few minutes, an hour, all day or all weekend.  We must know who is present at our event.  

· Parents and any one under 18 years of age not on a Troops roster must check-in at the Information, 1st Aid Station. 

· Only Boy Scouts registered to a Troop will be allowed to stay overnight.  Exceptions are boys / girls under 18 years with a parent or legal guardian staying with them.

TRAFFIC AND PARKING

· Please obey all speed limit signs while at camp, especially when the cyclist are arriving.  

· Please try not be park on the road shoulders at camp, there should be plenty of parking in the Dinning Hall 

Parking Lot.
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MEALS / COOKING / FIRES

· All meal preparation in the camping areas must be done with camp stoves.

· No open fires in the camping area.

· Lunch on the 20th of May will be your own Sack Lunch, PLUS each participant needs to bring one can of Beef or Chicken Soup for two Community Pots.  You can drop off the soup cans at check-in.

· Supper on 20 May and Breakfast on 21 May is the responsibility of each Troop.

CAMPING INFORMATION

· Units staying over night (Sat-Sun) will be assigned an area on the grassy field near the Dinning Hall based on the number of scouts registered for the event.

· Units must bring their own tents / shelter. The buildings around camp will not be available as shelter.

· Bathrooms next to the Dinning Facility will be available.
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CYCLING MERIT BADGE SAFETY STATEMENT / INFORMATION

The Cycling Merit Badge segment of the 2006 Spring Camporee will be a 20 mile long ride.  It starts on 14 ½ Ave., just outside Barron WI, but the vast majority of the ride takes place on 18th Street heading North Toward Haugen WI.  About a mile of the ride will be on Co. Rd VV, with the remainder of the ride taking place on the main Camp Road into Camp Phillips.(See map). 

This ride is NOT A RACE.  Riders will be confined to an area between a lead safety vehicle and end safety vehicle.  Any rider caught passing the lead vehicle will be removed from the ride.   Any rider caught in an unsafe act as determined by Camporee Staff may be removed from the ride.  

The route is mostly flat, however there is one very steep hill to go down and one to go up and it could be a challenge for some cyclist.  We plan to have a rest break at the top of this hill.  Any scout having trouble keeping up with the group will be asked to place his bike in the provided trailer and ride in one of the support vehicles until at least the next rest stop. Bike repairs will not be made while we are in motion.  At intersections we will cross as a group.  

Only registered Boy Scouts and adults over the age of 18 will be allowed to ride.   Event staff holds the right to call off the Cycling Merit badge event due to severe weather conditions or any conditions that are deemed a hazard to the scouts and support staff.

RECOMMENDED EQUIPMENT EACH SCOUT WILL NEED:

>GOOD SERVICABLE BIKE SUITED TO HIS AGE.

BIKE REPAIR SERVICES WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE DURING THE RIDE.

>APPROVED CYCLING HELMET (REQUIRED)

MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES WHILE IN MOTION.

>WATER BOTTLE.

RIDERS WATER BOTTLE MUST BE PLACED IN SECURE PLACE SO RIDER CAN KEEP BOTH HANDS ON THE HANDLE BARS.  WATER WILL BE AVAILABLE AT REST STOPS.

>A SHIRT MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES. NO BARE CHESTS!   TROOP T-SHIRT, PLAIN SHIRT OR  T-SHIRT WITH SCOUT THEME ARE HIGHLY ENCOURAGED.

SCOUTS CANNOT WEAR ANY ITEM THAT ADVERTISES A BRAND OR CAUSE.  CAMPOREE STAFF MAY ASK PARTICIPANTS TO REMOVE OBJECTIONABLE CLOTHING.               

>RAIN GEAR          

>STRICTLY FORBIDIN ITEMS WHILE YOU RIDE:




>RADIOS OR MUSIC PLAYERS OF ANY TYPE.



>FLAGS.

>ANYTHING INSIDE EARS OR THAT COVERS THE EARS.  Exception would be medically approved hearing aids.



>Any item the event staff deems a hazard or inappropriate may be confiscated.  
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22 RIFLE / ARCHERY / CAMPING MERIT BADGES INFORMATION
