Our first meeting we will have interviews for the new potential staff and a post conference reflection/interviews for the returning NYLT staff.  The Scout will arrive in full uniform before 7 pm Friday, January 11, 2007 with pens, pencils, paper and sleeping bags and a great Scouting Attitude.  We will have pizza Friday night and breakfast and lunch on Saturday. Will need to have their NYLT Pin earned to be on staff, Note: full uniform is Scout shirt, pants, belt, socks, t-shirt ----this will be our required uniform from here on in
It would be nice to meet the Parents when the Scouts get picked up on Saturday, so please be sure to invite them in so we can meet them and answer any questions they might have.
